Bidet Installation r dations
1. Define the bidet location (2-pict 6).
2. Before installation of a bidet be sure that a floor surface is plain. In case of need for alignment of a
surface use cement mortar or ready dry mixes.
3. Put the bidet on an estimated ir ion site. Mark installation sites of fixing screws and define a
place of connection of the branch and the siphon to system of the sewerage.
4. Establish the branch and the siphon (3 — pict 6) and connect to the sewerage .
5. Install the mixer on the bidet (1- pict. 6).
6. Drill the openings for fastenings in the floor. The product fastens to the floor by means of special
fastenings. It isn't recommended to establish a product on newly-laid concrete.
7. Condense the bidet leg joint place with surface of the floor using the pressurizing (silicone) weight to
prevent hit of water under the basis of the bidet and its further penetration into overlapping plates.
Remove surplus of weight with the pallet or a plastic plate.

1.Define the location of the floor toilet bowl (3- pict 9).
2. The floor toilet bowl is established on a special podium or specially prepared framework which has to
maintain toilet bowl loading. Fix the bend or the siphon on vent pipe of a toilet bow! (4-pict. 9) for
connection with the sewerage.
