The appliance is designed for installation inside the buildings, in the household and utility premises. The appliance is intended
for water heating to a temperature below boiling point, with the option of the hot water’s utilization at several spots
(bathroom, kitchen, and toilet) and further maintenance of the set temperature in the automatic mode.

Water heating time depends on the volume of the tank and the power of the heating element.

1.2. Operating principle and main elements

Main water heater elements are as follows:

1.2.1. Inner tank.

1.2.2. Thermal insulation of polyurethane foam providing minimal heat dispersion even when the water heater power is off.
1.2.3. Heating element.

1.2.4. Temperature controller which allows you to set the desired temperature of the water heating.

1.2.5. Thermostat monitoring the set temperature by on/off state control of the heating element.

1.2.6. Safety valve which is installed at the inlet of the water heater and serves to prevent the return of water to the water line
and protect the inner tank from excessive pressure.

1.2.7. Magnesium anode providing additional protection for the inner tank from corrosion.

2. INSTALLATION

The installation and set-up of the water heater must be carried out by a competent person in conformity with the
applicable norms and sanitary standards in force and with any provisions set forth in this manual.

2.1. Wall-mounting

Water heater mounting is made on the main wall using brackets and fastening hooks (not included in the supply). Fastening
hooks with a diameter of at least 12 mm are recommended.

Depending on the model, you will need 2 or 4 of the fastening hooks.

The fastening must support a weight that is three times higher than the weight of the water heater filled with water.

2.1.1. It is not allowed to mount the vertical models horizontally, and horizontal models - vertically.

2.1.2. The appliance should be installed as close as possible to the point of use to limit heat dispersion.

2.1.3. Allow for a clearance of at least 50 cm around and from the ceiling — 10 cm for maintenance activities.

2.1.4. Fastening of hooks to the wall must prevent inadvertent movement of the bracket of the water heater over them. After
installation, be sure to check security of the attachment.

2.1.5. To prevent the property of the customer and/or third party from damage caused by failures of hot water supply system
it is recommended to mount the boiler in the premises provided with waterproof floor and drainage system. Also, never put
objects sensitive to water under the boiler.
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2.2, Hydraulic connection

Installation of safety valve included in the package is necessary.

Do not install any cut-off valve between the safety valve and the inlet of the tank and do not block the drain hole of
the safety valve.

Demountable connectors should be used for the water heater connection to the water supply system.

2.2.1. Standard connection (Fig. 1)

With standard connection, the heater is operated under the pressure defined by the pressure level in the main supply line.
Safety valve supplied (A in Fig. 1) must be installed on the cold water inlet of the water heater (the inlet tube is marked with
the blue collar). It is recommended to turn the safety valve no more than 3-4 turns, providing sealing with fluoroplastic tape,
flax, or other water-proof sealing material.

Connect the inlet of the safety valve to the cold water line with a flexible hose. If necessary, mount a cut-off valve.

Connect a pipe or a hose for hot water removal to the draw-off point to the hot water outlet of the water heater (the outlet
tube is marked with the red collar).

For easy maintenance, it is recommended to install a "T" piece union (B in Fig. 1) between the inlet and safety valve of the
water heater. This "T" piece union will help to drain water from the water heater without turning the safety valve.

To facilitate the access of air into the tank when draining water, it is recommended to install an additional "T" piece union
equipped with a cut-off valve (D in Fig. 1).

2.2.2. In the heating mode, the drain hole of the safety valve may drip water. To drain this water, a drain hose is used which
must be laid with a downslope. The temperature in the area where the drain hose is laying must not drop below 0°C. If the
water pressure in the water line is close to the actuation pressure of the safety valve, a reducer must be installed upstream of
the safety valve. To avoid clogging of water fittings or shower heads, debris and dirt must be removed from the pipes.
2.2.3. For some models due to their design, installation of hydraulic connections, including installation of the safety valve,
may be done only with the removed plastic cover of the water heater. After installation of the hydraulic connections this
cover should be put back in place fixed with its screws.

2.2.4. Connect the water heater inlet and outlet only with pipes or fittings that are able to withstand temperature in excess of
80°C at a pressure exceeding that of the working pressure. Therefore, we advise against the use of any materials which
cannot resist such high temperatures.

2.2.5.In addition, it is recommended to connect the hose for water drain (Cin Fig. 1). This hose allows directing drained
water from the water heater into the sewer or other place of your choice.

2.2.6. Connection to open tank (Fig. 2)

Water is supplied to the heater from the tank by gravity. For this purpose the tank water outlet "T" piece union supplying
water to the heater and other places must be installed higher than the water heater top. Safety valve is not necessary in this
type of connection.

2.3. Electrical connection

Electrical wiring should be done by a competent person, ensuring it complies with safety norms. The manufacturer
will not be held responsible for any damage caused by the incorrect earthling of the system or for fault defaults of
the electricity supply.

After the tank of the water heater is filled with water and the system is checked for leaks, plug in the moisture-proof electrical
plug of the water heater.

If the water heater is supplied without a power supply cable, use a cable featuring the same characteristics (type HO5VV-F
3x1.5 mm?, @ 8.5 mm in diameter) for connection. The power supply cable should be threaded through the relevant hole on
the cover of the appliance and fixed to the terminal board. Then every wire should be fixed in place by the corresponding
screw.

The water heater must be earthed. The earth cable (of yellow-green colour and longer than that of the phases) should be
fixed to the terminal marked by the symbol & . Block the power supply cable using the wire clamps.

Make sure that the power supply voltage conforms to the value indicated on the data plate of the water heater. Use cables of
appropriate section.

To disconnect the unit from the electrical supply use a bipolar switch conforming to CEI-EN standards with contact opening
atleast 3 mm. It is recommended to install fuses in the electricity supply circuit.

"T" piece unions, extension cords, and adapters are not allowed. Do not connect the earthling cable of the appliance to water
and gas pipes.
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3. STARTING AND OPERATION

3.1. Commissioning

Before connect the appliance to electricity source, fill the tank up with mains water. To do this, turn on the domestic mains
tap and the hot water tap.

Once the water heater is full, the water will flow from the domestic mains tap. Visually check for water leaks from the flange
and slightly tighten it, if necessary.

Power the appliance at the switch.

3.2. Temperature control and activating the appliance function

« For models featuring a user interface as represented in figures 6 and 7:

Pressthe () knob (Ref. A) to switch on the appliance. Set the desired temperature by using the "+" and "-" knobs. Setting
level is between 40°C and 80°C. During the heating phase, the LEDs (Ref. 1-5) corresponding to the temperature reached by
the water so far remain lit in a fixed manner; all subsequent LEDs (up to the set temperature) flash progressively.

If the temperature of the water heater drops (for example after hot water has been used) the heating is reactivated
automatically and the LEDs between the last fixed light and the light corresponding to the set temperature will resume
flashing progressively.

The first time the appliance is switched on, it will be set to a temperature of 70°C.

In the event of a power failure or if the product is switched off using the (1) knob (Ref. A), set temperature remains
memorized. During the heating phase, a slight noise may be produced as a result of the water heating process.

« For models featuring a user interface as represented in figures 8 and 9:

Pressthe () knob (Ref. A) to switch on the water heater. The appliance has 4 heating modes:

Manual, P1 (Programming 1), P2 (Programming 2), and P1+P2 (Programming 1 and 2) combined.

Every time the “Mode” knob is pressed, a different operating mode will be selected; the mode is indicated by the flashing of
the corresponding LED on the display. Functions are selected on a cyclic basis, in the following order: P1 (Programming 1) —>
P2 (Programming 2) —> P1+P2 (Programming 1 and Programming 2 combined) —> Manual — P1 (Programming 1), etc.
Programs P1 and P2 are set by default to the 07:00 and 19:00 time bands, and to a temperature of 70°C.

The “Manual” function (the “Manual” LED lights) allows the user to set the desired temperature simply by turning the "Set"
knob until the desired temperature is displayed (the adjustment interval is 40°C — 80°C). If the knob is pressed, the setting will
be stored in the appliance memory and the product will begin operating in "Manual" mode with these settings.

ECO: If the "Manual" function is used in conjunction with the "ECO" function (see "ECO function" paragraph), the temperature
will be set automatically by the water heater; this means the "Set" knob will be disabled. If it is moved, "ECO" will appear on
the display for 3 seconds. If you wish to adjust the temperature, you will have to disable the "ECO" function.

The functions “Programming 1” (“P1” LED lights), "Programming 2" ("P2" LED lights) and "Programming 1 and 2"
("P1+P2" LEDs lights) can be used to program water heating to desirable time (one or two time bands in the day).

Press the "Mode" button until the LEDs relating to the desired program begin flashing to choose this function. After that, turn
the "Set" knob to select the time band in which you would like hot water to be available (time bands are selected in
30-minute notches). Press the knob "Set" to store the time band setting in the appliance memory.

Next, set the water temperature to the desired level (from 40°C to 80°C). Press “Set” knob to begin water heater operation in
"P1" or "P2" mode.

If you have selected "P1+P2", you will need to repeat the time band and temperature setting procedures for the second time
period. Interval for which there is no set heating time will not be activated. The individual "P1" or "P2" programs are of equal
importance and may be configured independently for greater flexibility.

When one of the programming functions (“P1”, “P2" or “P1+P2") is operated, the “Set” knob is disabled. If it is moved, "Pr" will
appear on the display for 3 seconds. If you wish to adjust the parameters, press the “Set” knob.

ECO PLUS: If one of the programming functions ("P1" or "P2" or "P1+P2") is used in conjunction with the "ECO" function (see
"ECO function" paragraph), the temperature is set automatically by the water heater. It is therefore only possible to set the
desired time band for hot water availability. If the "Set" knob is moved, "PLUS" will appear on the display for 3 seconds.
Warning: in any setting procedure, if the user does not perform any actions for 5 seconds, the last setting will be stored in the
appliance memory.

EXTRA POWER/DOUBLE POWER function

« For models featuring a user interface as represented in figures 7 and 9:

The water heater usually operates at its basic power level. The EXTRA POWER/DOUBLE POWER function activates additional
heating element to speed up the rate of water heating. To activate it, press the & knob (Ref. B). To deactivate it, press the
same knob again.

ECO function

ECO function starts special automatic cycle of cleaning the water and the inner surface of the water heater from bacteria
during which the optimum temperature and the rate of water heating is selected, at which most harmful bacteria that may
be present in warm dead water are killed.

This function should be applied if the water heater was not used more than 3 days or if you do not heat water above 70°C.
The optimum operating time of this function: 6-12 hours. For power saving, use of ECO function for more than 24 hours at
one-time switching on is not reasonable.
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Due to a special knob on the control panel, you are able to use multiple cleaning cycles in a row, which increases the probability
of complete elimination of bacteria.

ECO function is activated by pressing the “ECO” knob on the control panel. To deactivate the function, press the same knob
again.

Warning: During the operation the function you cannot control the heating temperature, as it is selected automatically
according to the inherent logic of the ECO mode. But if ECO function is enabled for more than two consecutive weeks, the
water heater automatically enters economy mode, in which it will heat water based on your average needs.

Anti-bacteria function

The water heater has also a fully-automated anti-bacteria mode.

Control over anti-bacteria cycles of this function is implemented using the water heater program, and it is disabled by default.
Automatic mode is activated under certain conditions when you do not use the “ECO” knob on the control panel. Namely this
mode provides extra protection against malignant bacteria containing in the warm water.

The first cycle begins three days after the product is switched on. Subsequent cycles are performed every 30 days if, during that
period, the water is not heated to 70°C at least once. When the water heater is switched off, the anti-bacteria function is
disabled. If the appliance is switched off during the anti-bacteria cycle, the product shuts down and the function is disabled. At
the end of every cycle, the operating temperature reverts to the value set previously by the user.

« For models featuring a user interface as represented in figures 6 and 7:

The activation of the ECO anti-bacteria cycle is displayed as a normal 70°C temperature setting (Fig. 6 and 7). To disable the
anti-bacteria function on a permanent basis, press and hold the "ECO" and "+" buttons simultaneously for four seconds; the
LED will flash rapidly for four seconds to confirm its deactivation (Ref. 1 in Fig. 6 and 7). To reactivate the anti-bacteria function,
repeat the procedure described above; the LED will flash rapidly for four seconds to confirm its reactivation (Ref. 2 in Fig.6 and
7).
« For models featuring a user interface as represented in figures 8 and 9:

During the ECO automatic anti-bacteria cycle, the display alternates between the temperature of the water and the text "-Ab-".
To disable/enable the function, while the water heater is in operation, press and hold the “Mode” button for five seconds.
Select “Ab0” (to disable the function) or “Ab1” (to enable the function) by turning the “Set” (Setting) knob, and then confirm it
by pressing the knob. After the function has been disabled/enabled, the indication on the water heater control panel will revert
to its normal operating status.

3.4. Reset/Diagnostics

« For models featuring a user interface as represented in figures 6 and 7:

When a malfunction occurs, the appliance will enter its "fault status" and all LEDs on the control panel will flash simultaneously.
Reset: to reset the appliance, switch the product off and on again using the (1) knob (Ref. A). If the cause of the malfunction
disappears immediately following the reset process, the appliance will resume normal operation. If this is not the case, all the
LEDs will continue to flash. In this case contact the Technical Assistance Centre.

Diagnostics: to activate the diagnostics function, press and hold the () button (Ref. A) for 5 seconds.

The type of malfunction is indicated by the five LEDs (Ref. 1-5), in accordance with the following diagram:

LED ref. 1 - Internal P.C.B. malfunction;

LED ref. 2 - Anode malfunction (in models fitted with active anode);

LED ref. 3 - Temperature sensors broken (open or short-circuited);

LED ref. 5 — Water overheating detected by an individual sensor;

LED ref. 4 and 5 — General overheating (P.C.B. malfunction);

LED ref. 3 and 5 - Sensor differential error;

LED ref. 3,4 and 5 — Lack of water.

To exit the diagnostics function, press the () button (Ref. A) or wait for 25 seconds.

- For models featuring a user interface as represented in figures 8 and 9:

When a malfunction occurs, the appliance will enter its "fault status” and the relevant error code will flash on the display (e.g.
EO1).

The error codes are as follows:

E01-E02-E03 - Water overheating detected by an individual sensor;

E10-E11-E12-E13-E16 - Temperature sensors broken (open or short-circuited);

E04 - Lack of water;

E14-E15 - Anode malfunction (in models fitted with active anode);

E50-E51 - Maintenance request;

E60-E90-E91-E92 - P.C.B. software error.

Reset: to reset the appliance, switch the product off and on again using the () knob (Ref. A). If the cause of the malfunction
disappears immediately following the reset process, the appliance will resume normal operation. If this is not the case, the
error code will appear on the display. In this case contact the Technical Assistance Centre.

3.5. Setting/Adjusting Local Time

« For models featuring a user interface as represented in figures 8 and 9:

To adjust the local time, the first time the water heater is switched on it will automatically prompt you to set the current time;
on subsequent occasions you will need to press and hold the “Set” knob for 3 seconds. Adjust the current hour setting by
turning the “Set” knob, and then confirm the value by pressing the knob. Repeat the procedure to set the minute value.
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4. MAINTENANCE AND REPAIR WORKS

All maintenance and repair works should be carried out by a competent person only in conformity with the safety
norms and with any provisions set forth in this manual.

4.1. Water Drain

If there is a chance that the ambient temperature drops below 0°C in the room where the appliance is installed, drain water
from the water heater.

To do this, the following steps should be done:

4.1.1. Disconnect the appliance from the electrical supply;

4.1.2. Make sure that the water in the appliance is of safe temperature;

4.1.3. Turn off the tap of cold water supply to the water heater;

4.1.4. Turn on the hot water domestic mains tap for discharge of pressure inside the tank;

4.1.5.Turn on the tap (D in Fig. 1) to allow air into the tank. If it is absent, remove the supply tube to the hot water pipe of the
water heater (marked with the red collar);

4.1.6. Connect drain hose directed into the sewer to the drain cock (B in Fig. 1) and open it. If there is no a "T" piece union
with the drain cock, remove the supply pipe to the cold water inlet of the water heater (marked with the blue collar), connect
drain hose directed to the sewer to the cold water inlet;

4.1.7. After draining, make sure there is no water inside the water heater.

Freezing of water inside the water heater leads to irreversible changes and defects.
Itinvalidates all warranty liability on the part of the manufacturer.

4.2, Replacing internal parts

Disconnect the water heater from the electricity supply. Remove the appliance cover.

« For models featuring a user interface as represented in figures 6 and 8:

To replace the electronic thermostat (Ref. T), disconnect the power supply cable (Ref. C) and the control panel wires (Ref. Y).
Next, remove it from its slot, taking care not to bend the sensor support rod (Ref. K) too much.

To replace the control panel (Ref. W), disconnect the wires (Ref. Y) and loosen the screws.

« For models featuring a user interface as represented in figures 7 and 9:

To replace the sensor support rod (Ref. K), disconnect the wires (Ref. F) from the P.C.B. and remove it from its slot, taking care
not to bend it too much.

To replace the control board (Ref. W), disconnect the wires (Ref. Y) and loosen the screws. To replace the power board (Ref. Z),
disconnect the cables and wires (Ref. C, Y, F and P) and loosen the screws.

During reassembly, please, make sure that all components are put back in their original positions.

Prior to work, the water heater must first be emptied. For models fitted with a surge protection flange, remove the nut (D in
Fig. 7) and remove the bracket fixing the flange in place (S in Fig. 7), then press the flange (F in Fig. 7) inwards and remove it
with a semicircular movement.

For other models, loosen the 5 nuts (C in Fig. 8) and remove the flange (F in Fig. 8). The heating element and anode are
attached to the flange. During reassembly, make sure that the flange gasket, the thermostat and the heating element are put
back in their original positions. We recommend the flange gasket is replaced every time it is removed.

Only use original spare parts.

4.3. Periodical maintenance

4.3.1. Magnesium anode

The magnesium anode is an integral part of the protection system of water tank against corrosion. Given that aggressive
properties of water cause faster wear of the magnesium anode, conditions of the magnesium anode should be checked
ANNUALLY. In case of severe wear, the magnesium anode must be replaced. The warranty for water-containing tank with the
worn magnesium anode (residual volume is less than 30%) is not valid. To replace the anode, disassemble the heating
element and unscrew from the support bracket.

The magnesium anode should be replaced at least 1 in 24 months (excluding the water heater with the inner tank of stainless
steel).

The magnesium anode is a consumable item that cannot be replaced under warranty.

Following the rules of scheduled maintenance will allow you to ensure a long life of the water heater.
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4.3.2. Safety valve

The safety valve (pressure safety device) must be inspected regularly to check that it is not clogged. Remove the limescale
deposits if necessary. If the safety valve is equipped with a lever, regular valve correct operation check procedure can be
performed with its help.

The drainage pipe of the safety valve may generate water droplets. It is not a defect; it is due to relief work function of the
valve — pressure relief that occurs when water is heated in enclosed space of the inner tank.

4.3.3. RCD (Residual Current Device)

If the appliance comes with a residual current device (RCD) located on the power cord, and then after the tank of the water
heater is filled with water and the system is checked for leaks, put in the moisture-proof electrical plug of the water heater
and do the following:

- Press “RESET” on the RCD housing, LED will be lit, indicating electricity supply.

Then press “TEST”, power will be off, as well as LED. Press “RESET” again. If the power LED lit up, it means that the appliance is
safe to use.

- If you press the “RESET” knob, but LED does not light up, contact the Technical Assistance Centre for advice by a competent
person.

4.4.Please note:

4.4.1. When you first start the water heater, as well as on each start after disconnecting make sure that the water heater was
filled with water, and only then make its connection to the mains.

4.4.2. When the power cord is damaged it must be replaced by a special cord. This cord can be purchased at the Technical
Assistance Centre.

4.4.3. Hot water whose temperature exceeds 50°C at the user taps may immediately cause severe burns or even death.
Children, the medically fragile and the elderly are more exposed to the risk of burns.

4.4.4. Water may drip from the water heater, so do not leave valuable items and equipment under the appliance.

4.4.5. If there is a chance that the temperature drops below 0°C in the room where the appliance is installed, drain the water
from the water heater.

4.4.6. Outlets must be properly earthed.

4.4.7. While in operation, periodically clean the inner tank of the water heater. Particulate contaminants that are present in
tap water may accumulate there.

4.4.8. When there is strong scaling in the heating elements or heavy settlings, drain water, remove the heating elements, and
clean. When assembling them back follow these actions: tightening bolts should be done evenly, with no significant force
applied, the fixing support should not be tilted. Electricity supply connection can be made only after filling the water heater.
4.4.9. When the water heater is not used for a long time, shut off the cold water supply valve and disconnect the water
heater from the mains. If necessary, drain water.

4.4.10. When water pressure exceeds 5 bar, drops of water may appear in the drainage hole of the safety valve, or it may
cause a leak.

- Rare drip at the drain hole of the safety valve indicates normal operation of the heater.

« Frequent drip at the drain hole of the safety valve means that the water pressure is higher than normal. In this case, the
pressure reducer must be installed in the cold water supply pipe to reduce pressure at maximum distance from the heater.

- To remove appearing water drops, a discharge tube can be used, the end of which should be directed down to the drain,
and it should not be blocked.

4.4.11. In case of water overheating, a thermal fuse conforming to European safety standards CEI-EN breaks the electric
circuit at both leads to the heating element.

4.4.12. Traces of the thermal insulation on the top of the outer shell are the technological features of the production process
and are not defects.

4.4.13. Before making call to the service center, make sure that the problem is not related to water or power outages.

Do not try to repair the appliance under by your own forces. Technical maintenance of the appliance must be carried
out by a competent person. The data and specifications indicated are not binding and the Producer reserves the
right to carry out any modifications that may be required without prior notice or replacement.
